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Dearest TBS Family,

I wanted to share with you part of one of my blogs this
month:

“We began our day traveling to the South. Our amazing
tour expert/guide, Lior Hochberg, told us a little about her
story as we began our journey. Lior was born in Holon, a
suburb of Tel Aviv. She would take public transportation
from a young age to hang out with her friends in Tel Aviv - walking the
streets, going to the beach, and just hanging out. Isracl was her country -
and she had no desire to give up any land for any reason. Her life drasti-
cally changed on November 4, 1995. While watching a movie with her
family, a sudden message scrolled across the screen, announcing that
Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin had been shot...a little while later, he was
declared dead.

Lior immediately went to her room and tore down the Israel map that was
on her door. For Lior, the most important thing was life. No life was worth
losing. When she traveled to Tel Aviv after that, her parents would drive
her - it was not ok to ride the public transportation anymore. The threat of
continued violence and terror changed everything.

For Israelis, memory is key. Every road, road sign, juncture, etc. has a
memory attached to it. And, while the streets of Tel Aviv used to be like a
playground, these streets now became markers of something else, some-
thing much more bitter. Even today these same memories sometimes
cloud the minds of Israelis - or at least remain there shaping their future
outlook. It is just a way of life...a way of being able to wake up every
morning and conquer the day.”

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I am continually reminded that the strength of our congregation is not found only in
our prayers, but in the moments we share with one another. Two of the most power-
ful ways we build and sustain our sacred community are through our Onegs and
through volunteering.

Our Onegs may seem simple—a table of challah, sweets, and coffee after services—
but they are so much more. They are where strangers become friends, where new
members feel welcomed, where simchas are celebrated, and where comfort is quiet-
ly offered during difficult times. In a world that often feels rushed and disconnected,
the time we spend lingering together after Shabbat services reflects the very heart of
Jewish life: community. The warmth of an Oneg extends the holiness of our worship
into conversation, laughter, and shared stories.

Equally important is the gift of volunteering. Our synagogue does not thrive because
of a building or a budget—it thrives because of people. From helping set up an
Oneg, to supporting our Religious School, to serving on committees, to making
phone calls or offering a helping hand, every act of service strengthens Temple Beth
Shalom. Volunteering deepens our connection to one another and models for our
children what it means to live Jewish values of chesed (lovingkindness) and kehillah
(community).

I encourage each of us to find one way—big or small—to become more involved.
Host an Oneg. Stay a little longer after services. Join a committee. Offer your tal-
ents. When we show up for one another, we create a synagogue that is not just a
place we attend, but a home we build together.

Thank you for being the heart of Temple Beth Shalom. Together, we continue to
create a vibrant, welcoming, and caring community for today and for generations to
come.

TAX BENEFITS FROM YOUR RMD

The IRA charitable rollover (also called a Qualified Charitable Distribution or QCD) is a smart-tax way to
support the Temple. The IRS has declared that charitable donations made directly from one of your tax-
deferred accounts will be exempt from taxation up to $100,000 as long as the distribution comes from a quali-
fied account and is donated to a charity that meets the IRS stipulation.

Temple Beth Shalom meets the requirements. This means that a Temple member who has a tax-deferred ac-
count and must take a Required Minimum Distribution ( RMD ) may request the custodian of the account to
send directly to the Temple whatever amount they request, and that payment will count toward the required
distribution, but that amount will not be considered taxable income. This is a great way to make a donation,
pay your dues, satisfy your RMD, and reduce your taxes at the same time.
